SHERIFF CHAMPAGNE SEEKS HELP IN HIT AND RUN  

 
Last night at approximately 8:45 PM three women were traveling East Bound in the right 
lane on U.S. 61 on the Spillway Bridge when a vehicle traveling in the same lane struck 
their vehicle from the rear.  The vehicle then kept going, but stopped approximately a half 
a mile from the point of impact.  The victim’s were able to follow the subject at which time 
the subject exited the vehicle, walked to the victims’ vehicle passenger’s side looking at 
the victims then ran back to her vehicle and sped off traveling East Bound on U.S. 61. 
 
The three victims were transported to the hospital with minor injuries and released. 
 
The Perpetrator is described as a white female, slim build, 100 – 110 lbs., 5’4 – 5’7 
wearing a brown shirt and dark colored jeans at the time of the accident.  The vehicle is 
described as a Black Subaru with an OHIO License Plate – GAK6467 with moderate to 
heavy damage on the right passenger side of the vehicle.
